
 

This free utility (library MMAIL) allows to create, send and receive MIME (Multipurpose Internet Mail Extensions) files. It is
authored by Giovanni B. Perotti, Italy.
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  1. Prerequisites, contents, distribution, updates
Prerequisites

Installers must have a general knowledge of TCP/IP servers involved in IBM System i electronic-mail support.
Information can be found in Redbook AS/400 Electronic-Mail Capabilities.

1.

Minimum requirement is OS/400 V5R2.2.
RPG-ILE compiler (just for the installation)3.
Library QHTTPSVR (product 5722DG1)4.
Library QSYSLOCALE (product 5722SS1 option 21) from V5R4 on (see page http://publib.boulder.ibm.com
/infocenter/iseries/v5r4/index.jsp?topic=/nls/rbagswhatsnew.htm )

5.

Library QFNTCPL (AFP Compatibility Fonts, product 5722SS1, option 8, feature 5050) required for conversion of
spool files to PDF's.

6.

Library QCTX (AFP to PDF transform, product 5761TS1 options *BASE and 01) required starting V6R1 for using
the "i5 OS AFP TO PDF TRANSFORM", see this page.

7.

System value QCCSID must NOT be 65535.8.
Though not strictly necessary, for best conversion of spool files to PDF's we recommend to install "IBM Infoprint
Server for IBM System i, 5722-IP1" (library QIPS). For information about the MMAIL & Infoprint Server interface
check out this page.

9.

System value QRETSVRSEC.
Access to the webmail application AMailer is through validation lists. If you plan to use this webmail application,
then you must set system value QRETSVRSEC to 1.

Contents
MMAIL is the base library.
Two more libraries (HPT and TIFFLIB) are available. These libraries support the conversion of a spool file to a
pdf.
While library HPT is installed if the OS/400 release is at least V4R5, library TIFFLIB is installed only if the OS/400
release is at least V5R1.

Service program mmail/sendmail is the base for all e-mail services provided. The functions of this service
program are used in many utilities available in the package, are documented in a separate page and are available
for your own developments.

2.

Service program mmail/gpsrvpgm is a duplicate of service program cgidev2/cgisrvpgm2. To develop
ILE-RPG CGI programs providing e-mail services

include CGISRVPGM2 prototypes with a
/copy mmail/qrpglesrc,prototypeb
include SENDMAIL prototypes with a

A general 5250 utility can be run via command mmail/mimemenu. It allows to:
maintain an address booki.
maintain groups (distribution lists)ii.
create a MIME message (some times also called "MIME file")iii.
send a MIME messageiv.
maintain a catalog of existing MIME messagesv.

The functions of this utility are documented on separate pages. They provide very good examples of interfacing the
base service program.

A similar, very friendly utility is also available for Windows. This Client/Server utility requires Client Access Express
and operates via service program mmail/wsendmail. It is documented on a separate page.

5.

A number of other commands are available through menu go mmail/mail. See this page for details. These
commands can be easily used in your application programs. They allow to:

e-mail a simple messagei.
e-mail a source memberii.
e-mail a spool fileiii.
e-mail a save fileiv.

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another utility allows to capture given spool files from one (or more than one) output queues and to
e-mail them to different distribution lists (groups).

Note 1- All functions supporting e-mailing of spool files include the ability to convert spool files to PDFs.
Note 2- The base service program includes the ability to customize messages by assigning values to user-provided
variables. See procedure MimeUpdTxt.
Note 3- All IBM System i programs and service programs are implemented either in ILE-RPG or CL. All sources are
delivered. If you need to apply changes to a service program, you should run command mmail/compile after applying
changes.
Sources are also available for the Windows Client/Server utility.

Distribution
Library MMAIL can be downloaded at no charge from the Easy400 site.

Updates
Whenever updates are necessary a new MMAIL version is released. Each MMAIL version has its own release
date.

The current MMAIL version available is dated August 31, 2011
To know the release date of the MMAIL version currently installed on your system, enter command
MMAIL/RELEASED .

If you want, you may download and install at your own responsibility single sources of MMAIL using the
self-maintenance tool.

  2. Objectives
By using this support you will be able to

Create MIME files embedding texts and images, and appending various type of attachments (source members,
spool files, images, audios, videos, and any other type of binary objects, for instance OS/400 save files)
Send MIME files to addresses selected from an Address Book, and/or to selected Groups (distribution lists)

After reading our service programs functions, you will be able to
write your own ILE-RPG programs to handle outgoing mail messages
write your own ILE-RPG programs to send out customized messages

  3. About MIME files
Multipurpose Internet Mail Extensions are a set of standards defining a message representation protocol. These standards
have grown up since 1982 through a number of RFC's (Request for Comments). Two major of them are listed here:
Aug. 1982 RFC822 Standard for the format of ARPA Internet Text Messages
Sept. 1993 RFC1521 Mechanisms for Specifying and Describing the Format of Internet Message Bodies
Other references: Multipurpose Internet Mail Extensions

In brief, usually a MIME document is made of:
A number of top headers describing sender, date, MIME version, distribution, subject, importance, priority, and
sensitivity of the document:

Date: Wed, 09 Oct 2002 19:08:25 +0100
From: Mike Shumaker <as400man@chris.com>
MIME-Version: 1.0
To: Sergei Bertolds <sergiob@argo.com>
Subject: Some examples
Importance: medium
Priority: normal
Sensitivity: normal

A Content-type header describing the document as MULTIPART/MIXED. This means that the document may
contain more than one piece (for instance some text and an attachment) and that the single pieces may have
different types.
The same header contains another keyword, BOUNDARY; it defines the boundary line that will be used to separate
the single pieces.
Content-Type: MULTIPART/MIXED; BOUNDARY="--PART.BOUNDARY.1"

The body of the message, usually some text, between boundaries and preceeded by appropriate Content-Type
and Content-Disposition headers:
----PART.BOUNDARY.1
Content-Type: text/plain; charset=US-ASCII
Content-Disposition: inline

(copy of the binary object translated to Base64 format)

Note 1. "Base64" is a standard way of embedding binary objects into ASCII MIME files. This is done by translating
chunkes of 3-EBCDIC bytes to chunkes of 4-ASCII bytes. Our utility includes a function that performs this kind of
translation.

  4. About QtmmSendMail API
MIME files must be sent via the QtmmSendMail API. This API allows for multiple distributions.
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For more information see this page.
Note 2. Our utility includes a function interfacing the QTmmSendMail API.

  5. MIME & Mail 5250 Utility
Creating MIME files and sending them via the QtmmSendMail API is not extremely easy. This is why we provide our MIME
& Mail Utility.
This utility, while provides solutions for some initial mailing cases, through its code provides examples for writing your own
code, if you wish or need to.
The utility is started from a 5250 session by entering command
     mmail/mimemenu
You will receive the following screen:

  6. MIME & Mail Windows Utility
A similar utility is provided for Windows. Through Client Access Express API's it would communicate with an IBM System i
service program to provide similar services.

  7. MIME & Mail miscellaneous utilities
Service program MMAIL/SENDMAIL allows to create your own mail utilities in a very easy way. However, it may happen
that some interesting mail utility is suggested from our users. Any such utilities are embedded in library MMAIL and
documented in page "Other utilities".

  8. SendMail service program
To make our utility easy to read and to maintain, we have isolated a lot of functions into the MMAIL/SENDMAIL service
program.
These functions are the ones you need in order to write your own mail-management programs.
See the SendMail service program page.

  9. Commands
Library mmail contains several commands. A separate page provides a quick summary of all available user commands.

  10. Duplicating a MMAIL installation to other systems
Once you have installed MMAIL on your IBM System i system (equipped with the RPG-ILE compiler), you may duplicate
the installation to other IBM System i's, even if they are missing the RPG-ILE compiler. This is how you do it:

On the system where MMAIL was originally installed:
save library MMAILa.

1.

On the target system:
logon with a user profile having USRCLS(*SECOFR)a.
restore library MMAILb.
run command "mmail/install"c.

  11. Development libraries
Never create local objects (program, files, etc.) in library MMAIL, because you would loose them when installing a new
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release of library MMAIL.

If you plan to develop programs using subprocedures of MMAIL service programs, you are recomended to:

Create your own development library, do not use library MMAIL.1.
You have two ways to populate your development library with the objects you need to develop MMAIL-based
programs:

Use command MMAIL/SETMAILLIB to populate your library with duplicates of MMAIL service programs,
binding directories and QRPGLESRC /COPY members
Use comand MMAIL/CRTMMLIB (see the next topic, Cloning the MMAIL library) to clone your library with
the same contents of library MMAIL

2.

When you create and run your programs, make sure that they refer to the service programs in your library, not to
the service programs in library MMAIL. You do that by removing MMAIL from the library list, and adding your
library instead.

3.

Besides, by doing this you will not experience any "service program signature errors" when you install a new version of
MMAIL.

  12. Cloning the MMAIL library
Some developers would like to customize the services provided from library MMAIL to their own needs. However, at the
same time they may need to download the refreshes of library MMAIL.
The ability to create, on the same system, clones of library MMAIL would result in some advantages for developers:

customize a clone for the needs of a given application, while making it non-sensitive to future MMAIL updates
ability to install new versions of library MMAIL and to create new clones from there

Command mmail/crtmmlib allows to create a new clone of library MMAIL, or of a cloned library. Execute it after adding to
the job library list

either library MMAIL
or the name of a cloned library

This library will be the master for the new cloned library.
           Create another MMAIL library (CRTMMLIB)

Type choices, press Enter.

New MMAIL library  . . . . . . .  NEWLIB  __________    Name
Recompile programs . . . . . . .  COMPILE *NO_          *NO, *YES

use parameter NEWLIB to specify the name of the cloned library. This library must not exist.
enter *YES for parameter COMPILE if you want the programs in the cloned library to be re-created. By doing this,
you will be able to run STRDBG on them.

  14. WEBMail
Starting July 2007, MMail includes a free open source WEBMail utility, named AMailer.
It is an IBM System i WEB Mailer which (like many commercial mailers for PC) allows to receive and send e-mail
messages.
AMailer supports multiple users and is fully integrated with MMail.

  1. E-mail a simple message
Command MMAIL/EMLMSG allows to e-mail the text from a source file member as a plain message to a maximum of 50
receivers.

Text source member: name of the source member containing the text to be sent with the message.
Importance: *LOW=low, *MED=medium, *HIG=high
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Priority: *NUR=non-urgent, *NRM=normal, *URG=urgent
Sensitivity: *NRM=normal, *PRS=personal, *PRV=private, *CNF=confidential
(use command mmail/setconfid to set the confidentiality statement).
Reply-to e-mail address: E-mail address of the person to receive reply messages, if different from the sender
Return receipt: whether a receipt should be returned to the sender when the recipient opens the message.
Save directory: IFS directory to contain a copy of the e-mailed MIME file, or *NONE .
Preformatted message body: Whether the message body should be presented as preformatted text. A
preformatted text is a text where all characters (including spaces) have the same width. Examples are texts
including text tables (not html tables, of course).

Example:

MMAIL/EMLMSG SUBJECT('Announcement of a new software') FROMNAME('John
Evans') FROMADDR('jevans@mail.com') TO('dooley@superstar.com'/'Tom
Dooley'/*TO) TXTF(QGPL/MESSAGES) TXTMBR(MSG705) RECEIPT(*YES)

Note 1. This command can run both in the interactive and in the batch environment.
Note 2. When running interactive, the source member is edited prior to sending the message.
Note 3- Fetching sender's name and e-mail from the system distribution directory
If the current user profile is enrolled in the system distribution directory (you may use command WRKDIRE to
check it out) and its directory entry specifies a full name and an e-mail address (use F19 and check fields titled
"SMTP user ID" and "SMTP domain"), then the sender's name and e-mail address are automatically fetched into
command parameters FROMNAME and FROMEMAIL when the command is prompted.
(Command WRKNAMSTP, alias table type = system, provides another way to display / maintain e-mail
addresses)
If the command is executed without prompting, to obtain the same you must specify FROMNAME(*DIRENT)
FROMEMAIL(*DIRENT). In this case, if the required information cannot be retrieved from the system distribution
directory entry for the current user profile, an escape message is issued.
Example:
MMAIL/EMLMSG SUBJECT('Announcement of a new software') FROMNAME(*DIRENT)
FROMADDR(*DIRENT) TO('dooley@superstar.com'/'Tom Dooley'/*TO)
TXTF(QGPL/MESSAGES) TXTMBR(MSG705) RECEIPT(*YES)
Note 4. Some programmers have problems when trying to dynamically build command MMAIL/EMLMSG in
a program. This is mainly due to the fact that they would use CL language to obtain the result. ILE-RPG is a
much better language for that. As an example, see source member EMLMSG123 in MMAIL/QRPGLESRC.

  2. E-mail source members
Command MMAIL/EMLSRCM allows to e-mail a message attaching up to 30 source members. Optionally, a
message body may be built from another text source member. The message can be e-mailed up to 50 receivers.

If '*DFT' specified, library name and text source member name need not be specified: a QTEMP source file is
generated and a default member name is assigned. *DFT is not supported in batch execution.
Edit message body src mbr: whether the source member for the message body should be edited (interactive
job only). Editing is performed via STRSEU (if available), otherwise via EDTF.
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Importance: *LOW=low, *MED=medium, *HIG=high
Priority: *NUR=non-urgent, *NRM=normal, *URG=urgent
Sensitivity: *NRM=normal, *PRS=personal, *PRV=private, *CNF=confidential
(use command mmail/setconfid to set the confidentiality statement).
Reply-to e-mail address: E-mail address of the person to receive reply messages, if different from the sender
Return receipt: whether a receipt should be returned to the sender when the recipient opens the message.
Save directory: IFS directory to contain a copy of the e-mailed MIME file, or *NONE .
Preformatted message body: Whether the message body should be presented as preformatted text. A
preformatted text is a text where all characters (including spaces) have the same width. Examples are texts
including text tables (not html tables, of course).

Note 1. This command can run both in the interactive and in the batch environment.
Note 2- Fetching sender's name and e-mail from the system distribution directory
See Note 3 for command EMLMSG.

3. E-mail spool files
Three similar commands are available. They differ in the way the PDF conversion utility is selected.

MMAIL/EMLSPL
This command selects the PDF conversion utility defined by command MMAIL/CVTTOPDF, and lets you
define a single name for all the attached PDF's.
MMAIL/EMLSPL2
This command selects the PDF conversion utility defined by command MMAIL/CVTTOPDF, and lets you
define a name for each attachment.
MMAIL/EMLSPLX
This command, though defaulting to the PDF conversion utility selected by command
MMAIL/CVTTOPDF, leaves you the freedom to select a different conversion utility. Besides, when the
PDF conversion utility CVTSPLSTMF is selected, it provides all the needed PDF formatting parameters.

A - Command MMAIL/EMLSPL allows to e-mail a message attaching up to 30 spool files. A conversion to PDF
option is available at single spool file level. Optionally, a message body may be built from a text source member.
The message can be e-mailed up to 50 receivers.

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The name of the PDF is assumed to be /mmail/pdf/xxx.pdf, where xxx is the spool file name
specified in the command.

The parameter JOB is ignored.ii.
The PDF is deleted after having been sent.iii.

whether the spool file should be converted to PDF before being attached to the message.
Information about conversion of spool files to PDF's is provided later in this page.
The spool_file_to_PDF conversion program used in this process is the utility selected through command
MMAIL/CVTTOPDF.
Note 1- For additional parameters of command CVTSPLSTMF when spool file conversion to PDF is
requested, see Note on CVTSPLSTMF spool file conversion to PDF.
Note 2- If the conversion utility specified by command CVTTOPDF is CVTSPLSTMF (which handles
only *SCS, *IPDS, *LINE, and *AFPDSLINE spool files) and the spool file type is *AFPDS, then utility
CVTSPLFPDF (which handles both *SCS and *AFPDS spool files) is used instead.

  7. Automated e-mailing of spool files
Suppose that your iSeries produces regularly some reports that you need to distribute to some people in your
organization. Why not to have an utility that automatically sends such reports to them by e-mail, as soon as they become
available?

MMAIL has an utility for that. This is how you use it.
Use command MMAIL/WRKADDR to define the e-mail addresses of your users1.
Use command MMAIL/WRKGRP to define Groups of addresses (distribution lists)2.
The pivot of spool files distribution is a data queue. You may create a data queue and associate it to one or more
output queues. Every time a spool file is made ready in one of these output queues, an entry is generated in the
output queue. Our utility receives the data queue entries and (selectively) e-mail the spool files to their
destinations.

CHKUSRDTA. In some cases, the user of this command would rather select the spool file to be e-mailed from the
contents of the spool file user data rather than from the spool file name. This can be done by specifying *YES in this last
parameter. In such a case, spool file user data (instead of spool file names) are checked vs the selection strings of the
previous parameter.
SBJTYPE. This parameter establishes the way the subject of the e-mail is captured from the spool file.

If type A (default value) specified, the subject is taken from the first line of the first page of the spool file. If this
line is empty, then type B subject is used.

If type B, the subject is made up from date and time, the system name, the qualified output queue name and the
spool file name.

If type C, the subject is searched in records of file MMAILDATA/EMLSPLFSBJ. If no match found, type A is used.
Populating this file is up to the installer (a DFU or cgi_wrkdbf can be used).

  8. Automated e-mailing of PDFs
This utility works as follow:

You create some IFS directories
For each directory you define a distribution list
As soon as a PDF is created in one of such IFS directories, it is e-mailed to the appropriate distribution list.
The tool you create a PDF with is irrelevant: it could be your favorite spool file conversion tool, Acrobat Distiller,
the OS V6 AFP Transform Feature, ..., it does not matter as long as the stream file extension is PDF.

This is how you perform the set up:
You must have an Audit Journal active on your system.
To implement it:

Logon to a green terminal with a user profile with special authority *AUDITa.
Enter the following commands

Create the IFS directories intended to contain PDFs to be e-mailed.4.
Use command MMAIL/WRKEMLPDF to associate a directory to one or more distribution lists.5.

To start the PDF distribution "Automat", enter command MMAIL/STRMONIFS.
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This command submits job STRMONIFS to subsystem QSYSWRK
The batch job

sets a trigger on physical file MMAILDATA/MONIFS
receives journal entries from the audit journal and creates records in file MMAILDATA/MONIFS

The trigger program receives control every time a new IFS object is created, checks the stream file directory and
the stream file extension.
If both appropriate, it e-mails the stream file to the due distribution list(s), then deletes the stream file.

To end the PDF distribution "Automat", enter command MMAIL/ENDMONIFS.

As a summary, when the setup is done, you just need to enter command MMAIL/STRMONIFS .
Note 1. The mail message is constructed as follow:

The subject is the PDF stream file name
The body is empty
The PDF is the only attachment.

The consequence of an empty body is the SPAM level of the message being raised by some points. In order to avoid this
from happening, it is advisable to have the message body containing some header and/or footer. This can be done
through commands MMAIL/EMLDFTBODY.
Note 2. Two logs are maintained from STRMONIFS:

Physical file MMAILDATA/PDFLOG. It contains a record for each addressee of a PDF-message e-mailed via
STRMONIFS.

  9. Default message body for EML... commands

Messages with an empty text are subject to raise their SPAM levels and therefore undergo the risk of being routed to the
garbage or to the spam folder instead of being routed to the incoming mail basket.
This is why some default text must alway be added by these commands, whenever the user does not provide any text.
Use command MMAIL/EMLDFTBODY to specify such a default text. This command lets you

create the IFS stream file containing the default text
enter the default text
display it.

  10. Resend failed MIME messages
If for any reason a MIME file fails to be sent, it remains in directory /mmail/temp and cannot be re-sent unless you
are able to call the QTMMSENDMAIL API passing all the requested parameters.

Command MMAIL/RESEND provides a way to invoke the QTMMSENDMAIL API for resending failed messages. Of
course, in the problem is with the Mail Server Framework (MSF) or with the Simple Mail Transfer Protocol (SMTP), the
resend of messages may very well fail also.

  12. Logging messages

A requirement common to many companies is that of maintaining a complete log of all the e-mail messages sent out from
MMAIL. Though some of the MMAIL e-mail commands in this page have some log facilities, the best way is that of
providing a general log service from service program MMAIL/SENDMAIL, the piece of software in charge for sending any
MMAIL-based message.

The solution implemented for such a general log facility is to have the service program sending a blank copy of each
message to a given number (at least one) of e-mail addresses ("blind receivers"). These blind receivers could then act as
log facilities, taking advantage of all the features provided by client e-mailers for sorting, searching, and displaying e-mail
messages.

The architecture is very simple:
A data area (MMAILDATA/MDTBC) is used to enable / disable the blank copy feature.1.
A database file (MMAILDATA/MDTBC) is used to maintain the e-mail addresses of the blind receivers.2.

Command MMAIL/WRKMDTBCC (see the next figure) must be used to properly set the data area and to maintain the
database file:

Command WRKMDTBC (Work with mandatory blank copies)
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  13. Manage spool files
Some MMAIL users have raised the requirement to have a command similar to WRKSPLF, but also able to:

e-mail a selected spool file
convert a spool file to a stream file, either as a TEXT file (.TXT), or an HTML file (.HTML) or a PDF file (.PDF).

That has been implemented in January 2006 through command mmail/mngsplf (Manage spool files). This command
(when prompted) allows more granular selection of spool files than the OS/400 WRKSPLF command, and fulfills the
requested conversion types.
This command takes advantage of these other following commands:

mmail/emlspl, to e-mail a spool file (after optionally converting it to a PDF)a.
mmail/cvtsplstmf, to convert a spool file to a text or to an html stream fileb.
mmail/splftopdf, to convert a spool file to a pdf stream file, using the preferred conversion tool selected through
command cvttopdf

c.

The following special options are supported:

A - Convert a spool file to TEXT and e-mail it to an e-mail address associated to the job user profile (see Note 1
and Note 2 below).

  14. Spooled Files Actions
System i release 6.1 added the option of customizing various spooled file panels with your own list actions. This new
facility (see this IBM i Infocenter page) allows you to perform commands and actions in an exit program against one or
more spooled files shown in the list panels displayed when running any of the following system commands:

Work with Printer Output (WRKSPLF ASTLVL(*BASIC))
Work with Spooled Files (WRKSPLF ASTLVL(*INTERMED))
Work with Job Spooled Files (WRKJOB OPTION(*SPLF))
Work with Output Queue (WRKOUTQ Output queue name)
Work with Spooled File Status (WRKSPLF DSPFMT(*S36FMT))

Carsten Flensburg in SystemINetwork article Customizing Spooled File Panels with Spooled File Actions
explains how this can be done and provides some sample code.
We went through that code and decided to implement the same options already available for command mmail/mngsplf:

A - Convert a spool file to TEXT and e-mail it to an e-mail address associated to the job user profile (see Note 1
and Note 2 below).
B - Convert a spool file to PDF and e-mail it to an e-mail address associated to the job user profile (see Note 2
below).
C - Convert a spool file to a .TXT stream file in the job user profile IFS home directory (see Note 1 below).
D - Convert a spool file to a .PDF in the job user profile IFS home directory.

Note 1 - Only *SCS spool files can be converted to .TXT stream files).
Note 2 - Options A and B require that you associate e-mail addresses to the user profiles via command
mmail/wrkusreml.

Please note that options A, B, C and D will never show on the above system command screens.

Installation
The programs not requiring V6R1 are created during MMAIL installation
The programs requiring V6R1 are created during MMAIL installation if the OS realease is at least V6R1. If the
system is not yet at release V6R1, is up to you - as soon as the system is upgraded to V6R1 or to a subsequent
release - to create these release dependent programs by running command mmail/CrtSplfAct.

Enablement
You must make sure that Spooled File Actions A, B, C and D are not yet installed. Use command
mmail/wrkSplfAct to check that out (this command also allows to remove installed options, should you need it).
Use command mmail/enbSplfAct to install the MMAIL Spooled File Actions A, B, C and D.

15. Convert a stream file
Sometimes there is a need to convert a stream file to another CCSID.
Command MMAIL/STMFCVT is a convenient tool for this, provided that the stream file size does not exceed 16
megabytes.

The CCSID could be a
number between 1 and (65535-1) or one of the following special values:

*JOB means the job CCSID (or the job default CCSID if the job CCSID is 65535)
*ASCII (CCSID 819)
*UTF8 (CCSID 1208, UTF-8 Unicode)
*UTF16 (CCSID 1200, UTF-16 Unicode)
*UCS2 (CCSID 13488, UCS-2 Unicode)

In parameter DSPTGT specify whether you would like the converted stream file be displayed.

  16. WEB utilities
In February 2006, some interesting utilities have been made available for the WEB user. They allow to control spool files
and spool writers from a remote browser via HTTP. Functions like spool file e-mailing, conversion to stream file or to PDF
are also supported.

In order to work, these utilities require some directives be added to the HTTP configuration (see later).
Two utilities are currently available:

WRKSPLF (Work with spool files)1.
WRKWTR (Work with printer writers)2.

16a. WRKSPLF

This utility is invoked through the URL
http://.../mmailp/wrksplf.pgm

It is very similar to the 5250 MNGSPLF utility, though more flexible.

An initial screen (see Figure 2) allows to specify selection criteria for the spool files:

Figure 2 - Starting WRKSPLF
Multiple selection criteria are handled in an "AND" condition.
Please note the ability to specify even the number of lines per page.

When *ALL output queues selected, the WEB page looks like that in Figure 3:

On the other side, when in Figure 2 a given output queue is specified, the WEB page also carries controls for that output
queue:

Figure 4 - Working with an output queue

About the spool file controls (buttons).
The Hold, Release, and Delete buttons can process multiple spool files (for instance, you may delete five spool
files in a single shot).
The other buttons (Change (change spool file attributes), Display (display a spool file), Attributes (display
spool file attributes), E-mail (e-mail a spool file), Cvt to Stmf (convert a spool file to a stream file), and Cvt to
Pdf (convert a spool file to a PDF stream file)) process a single spool file at a time and provide separate prompts
in a new window for each function.

About spool writers.
Button Work with all printers switches to the WRKWTR WEB utility (see next).

16b. WRKWTR

This utility is invoked through the URL
http://.../mmailp/wrkwtr.pgm
or it may get control from the WRKSPLF utility.

This utility is the WEB version of the WRKWTR 5250 command.
It provides the status of all writers in a single page (see Figure 6).
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Figure 6 - Working with writers

About the writers controls (buttons).
The Hold, End, and Release buttons may operate on multiple writers (for instance, you may end several writers
in one shot).
Other buttons (Start (start a writer), Change (change the properties of a writer), and Messages (work with
unanswered writer messages)), process a writer at a time by providing control pages in separate windows. See
the example of the Messages button in Figure 6.

Figure 6 - Working with writer unanswered messages

Switching to spool files control. There are two ways you may switch from the page in Figure 5 to the
WRKSPLF utility.

By selecting a writer and pushing the button wrkoutq, you will go to a page like that in Figure 4.
By clicking button work with all spool files, you will go to the page in Figure 2.

16c. HTTP directives

When you install MMAIL, the installation procedure would suggest the installation of some HTTP directives for
MMAIL. Such directives allow to display the WEB manual (THIS manual) and to run the WEB utilities.

However, ih this is not your first MMAIL installation, and you already installed the MMAIL HTTP directives, you
may not want to do that again.
In such a case, you may want to check your MMAIL existing HTTP directives in your system, and the ones
documented here, and add the missing ones. By doing do, you will enable the MMAIL WEB utilities for
appropriate execution.

The are two cases.
If you are running an OS/400 release before V5R2, you must run the Original HTTP server (V5R1 Apache
HTTP server is not recommended). In this case, please check the "MMAIL Original HTTP Directives".
That may also be true if you are running OS/400 V5R2 still with the Original HTTP server.

If you are running the Apache HTTP server (optional on V5R2, mandatory from V5R3 on), please check
the "MMAIL Apache HTTP Directives".

IBM Infoprint Server
Infoprint Server for iSeries (57xx-IP1) enables the production of Adobe Portable Document Format (PDF) files
from any iSeries output at V5R1. PDF files are probably the most common document type on the Internet and
company intranets. Even home PC users generally have access to the free Adobe Acrobat Reader software
required for viewing. Add to this the ability to read PDF documents on Apple Mac and UNIX systems, and the
business case for producing PDF files from your iSeries server becomes very strong.

To use the PDF transform on the iSeries, you require only Infoprint Server for iSeries (57xx-IP1). This product
has a minimum OS/400 level of Version 5 Release 1. It is sold with a One-Time Charge (OTC), priced by system
processor size (one of six software groups), and requires only one licence per system. Infoprint Server is one of
the products delivered as iSeries Keyed Media. This means that the product is available on a 70-day trial basis
and is shipped with every copy of the OS/400 V5R1 media. After 70 days, a Software License Key is required to
continue to use the product. If this is not ordered, received, and installed within the 70 days, further use of the
product is disabled.

Free documentation is available through IBM Redbook IBM iSeries Printing VI: Delivering the Output of
e-business, Chapter 4. We recommend you choose the PDF version, not the HTML one.

If you want, you may download Infoprint Server (library QIPS) for

After downloading, unzip the .zip file and follow the instructions in the readme.txt file.

The MIME & Mail utility is started by command
mmail/mimemenu

which displays the following menu:

There are six options there.
Each option can be called from this menu, or it may be called from the related command. As an example,
command mmail/wrkaddr would let you work with the Address Book.

Some quick walk throughout this menu
Work with Address Book.
When the time comes to send a MIME file, the utility will ask you to specify its distribution. Though you
are allowed to key in the e-mail addresses of the recipients, it is recommended to select addressee
names from an Address Book and or to select Groups (distribution lists). This is why you need some
option to maintain the Address Book.

1.

Work with Groups.
Groups (distribution lists) are collections of mail addresses. You may select groups as destinations of
some MIME file, as well as you can select individual entries from the Address Book.

Create and Send a MIME file.
This is a main part of the utility.
This function allows you to create a MIME file and to save it on a given IFS path. A guided process will
build for you all the necessary HTTP headers, will let you embed text(s) and images (if you care), will let
you attach (binary) files.
When finished, you will be able to save the file. Worth to be noted that the file saved is missing the
Sender and the distribution MIME headers (To, cc, bcc).
This is done on purpose. In this way, in fact, you will later be able to send this MIME file as many times
as you like.
After saving the file, you are asked whether you want to send it. If so, you are asked to

enter the Sender data1.
specify the destinations by selecting Address Book entries and / or by selecting groups.2.

Select and Send a MIME file.
This is another main part of the utility.
You are browsed a list of the existing MIME files (the ones created with the previous option, Create (and
Send) a MIME file). You

select the one you want to send1.
enter the Sender data2.
specify the destinations by selecting Address Book entries and / or by selecting groups.3.
send it4.

4.

Work with MIME files.
This option allows you to maintain your collection of MIME files

5.

Example of customized letters.
Suppose you want to send a MIME file to selected customers. Suppose also you want to put some
customized data in the text, such as customer name, some customer data, etc.
This example shows how you can define variables in the text and have them substituted with data read
from your customer file. Worth be investigated for similar cases.

Initially your address book has no entries:

Appendix A - Special support for database files, source members, and spool files

If you type the name of a MIME file that already exists, the file will be cleared and overwritten.

2.Enbedding an image

It is now time to fill in the body of the message with some contents.

Let us first enbed an image (a photo). By "enbed" we mean that we do not want to attach it to the message, we
want to have the image open and visible with the message text.

To add a piece of contents (technically speaking: a body)) you must press F6:

You are then requested to give the name of the existing IFS file containing for the selected Content-type:

Last, you are requested whether you want to "enbed" or "attach" this part (body):

Worth to be noted that the image was physically copied into the MIME file. Being a binary object, the image was
copied in the BIN64 format (a format where three EBCDIC bytes are transformed to 4 ASCII bytes).

3.Enbedding some text

It is now time to add a second piece (body) of the contents, Some text. Let us press F6 again
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Figure 5a- Selecting the content-type of a body

We select Text/plain because it's the easiest way to write some text. As a matter of fact, all mail products would
use Text/html instead, because it offers a lot of representation facilities (fonts, colors, tables, lists, etc.).
However, as we are going to write our text without such a mail product, and we are not supposed to know
HTML, we select Text/plain for the Content-type.

We are then requested, as before, to name the IFS file containing some text/plain, to be merged into the MIME
file. As a matter of fact, we did not yet write that text, so we give the name of a file that does not exist. The utility
will create that file and edit it (EDTF) to let us enter the text we need:

Figure 5b- Name of the Text/plain file to enbed

Figure 5c- The text file was just created, but is still emty
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Figure 5d- We typed in some text in the text file then ... F2 + F3

Note.If the text IFS file mentioned in Figure 5b already exists, it is just displayed (not edited) to let the user
check its contents.

Figure 5e- Of course, this text must be enbedded

Figure 5f- and now we have two body parts, both enbedded!

4.Attaching a save file

Last, we want to attach a save file.
Press F6 to select the Content-type:
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Figure 6a- For save files, select Content/type "other"

Your save file must have been transformed to an IFS file (you may use command CpyToStmf for that):

Figure 6b- Specify the IFS file obtained from a save file

Figure 6c- Specify "attach" for the save file
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Figure 6d- and now we have three body parts: two enbedded, one attached

Of course, by choosing Content-type=other, the IFS save file has been merged into the MIME file in BASE64
format.

The MIME file is now complete. If you are curious, you may press F4 and browse it.

When you are finished adding groups and individuals to message distribution, press F10 to send the MIME file.

If you addressed your MIME file to some Groups, you will receive the following screen:

Select collapse not to expand groups. In this way you would not let the recipients know the names and
the e-mail addresses of the other recipientes. This is a good rule to prevent spammimg.
Select expand to have all names and addresses from groups displayed to the receivers. Some of the
receivers may not like it.

If you want, you may display the MIME file built from this example.

7.Send yourself some MIME files
Why don't you try to send some MIME files to your e-mail address? This will provide you some evidence of what
you can achieve.

8.Some considerations
Not a mail tool, just a prototype
This utility, made of commands like wrkaddr, wrkgrp, crtmime, sndmime, is far from the fine
mail products that are available for PC's. However, it includes a service program, with a number of

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subprocedures for creating segments of the MIME message, that can be used by your ILE-RPG
programs to create and send automated messages.
Text/plain or Text/Html?
Text/Html provides a far better representation. However, if you are not familiar with HTML, you may use
one of the many HTML authoring tools available on the market to prepare on IFS files the text segments
to be enbedded into your MIME files.

Enbedding or attaching binary files?.
As a general rule, binary files should always be attached.
Images may be enbedded in the text, though not all the mail products may support enbedded images.
Enbedding several fragments of text is never a problem.

Appendix A - Special support for database files, source members, and spool files

In order to allow for enbedding / attaching database files, source members, and spool files, three fictitious
"content-types" are provided through command mmail/crtmime:

text/database-file
text/source-member
text/spool

Content-type text/database-file
By selecting this content-type you will receive a special window that allows to import a database file member.
The database file member is copied to a source file member, then the source file member is copied to a stream
file. When enbedding / attaching the source member to the MIME file, the content type assigned is
text/plain.
Note. Only the initial 2,000 bytes of each record are taken. Non-character data are taken "as is".

Content-type text/source-member
By selecting this content-type you will receive a special window that allows to import a source member (the
source member will be copied to an IFS stream file). When enbedding / attaching the source member to the
MIME file, the content type assigned is text/plain.

Content-type text/spool
By selecting this content-type you will receive a special window that allows to import a spool file (the spool file
will be copied to an IFS stream file). When enbedding / attaching the spool file to the MIME file, the content type
assigned is text/plain.
Note. You may ask a spool file to be converted to PDF (please check the prerequisites). Spool files converted to
PDF's are added as attachments.
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Select and Send a MIME file

Command
mmail/sndmime

allows to select an existing MIME file and to mail it to the receivers you want.

send this "customized" MIME file to the appropriate e-mail.2.

some program logic, by which, if conditions are met, a subprocedure of our service program would be

create a temporary copy of the MIME file, where each output variable is substituted with the
proper value

send the MIME file to the appropriate e-mail address2.

Command
mmail/custmail

provides a sample case, where
you make entries in a pseudo customer file
you run a sample program
(member custmail in mmail/qrpglesrc)
that takes advantage from some service program subprocedures to accomplish the job.

This is how you run it.

Before launching the program that will send customized letters, you've better to insert your name and your e-mail
address, so that you can receive a letter.
You may use F23 to clear the customer file, before adding your own data. By doing this, you would not annoy
other people.

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Appendix A
Various ways to arrange images
There are a number of ways you can use to arrange images and texts within a MIME message.

Simple enbedding1.
Referencing attachments2.
Linking external images [recommended]3.

To display the examples, use command mmail/wrkmime with option 5.
To run the examples, send them to your email.

 
Simple enbedding
This is the basic approach used in Examples 3 to 6. Single pieces (texts and images) are enbedded in
the MIME message one after the other.
By doing this, pieces are just dropped one adjacent to the previous one, and there is no way you can
better arrange them, even if you are using Content-Type: text/html.
Note- Though you inbed an image, some mailers will show it as an attachment.  

1.

Referencing attachments
This approach is used in Example 7. Basically this technique will work as follow:
-You will be attaching all the images that need to be shown in the message. Each image will be assigned
a unique Content-IDheader. As an example:
    Content-ID: <007@mime.mail>
-The text of the message (preceeding the attachments) will have Content-Type: text/html. In
this text you will be referencing the images with HTML tags like
    <img src="cid:007@mime.mail">
Manual implementation. When you add images as attachments, you should specify a Content-ID
number to be referred in the text part of the MIME message.
Implementation via CGI. See the parameter ImbAttCid of the MimeImbatt subprocedure.
Advantages
-Texts and images can be arranged as needed.
Disadvantages
-Attachments, though needed in this tecnique, will look superfluous to readers.
Note- On some mailers this tecnique does not work as expected.

Linking external images [recommended]
This approach is used in Example 8. This techniques does not require images be enbedded or attached
to the MIME message. Instead, images are loaded via regular <img src="http://.......">
tags. Images are loaded into the document when it is opened.
In order to work, this approach requires that the mail editor is linked to an Internet browser, and that the
client is connected to the network when the document is opened for the first time.
Advantages
-Texts and images can be arranged as needed.
-Documents are significantly smaller than in the previous two cases. This result to faster delivery time,
faster document open time, and less disk requirements for documents saving.
Note- This technique works with all mailers.

3.d - Deleting a MIME file

 

To remove a MIME file from the MFR:
click to select the file in the MFR area (see Figure 3): the line background turns to bluei.
right click to display the pulldown "Send, New, Properties, Delete, Display, Edit, Open"ii.
select "Delete" to display the "Confirm File Delete" box. Select "Yes" to un-document the file
from the MFR

you will receive the "Confirm Delete IFS object": if you select "Yes" the file will also be deleted.iv.
(Instead of steps "ii" and "iii" you could more simply select "File -> Delete" from the menubar)

3.e - Displaying a MIME file

 

To display a MIME file documented in the MFR:

right click to display the pulldown "Send, New, Properties, Delete, Display, Edit, Open"ii.
select "Display": the MIME file is displayed in the work subwindow (see Figure 10)iii.

(Instead of steps "ii" and "iii" you could more simply select "File -> Display" from the menubar)

3.f - Editing a MIME file

 

This function allows to edit (update) a MIME file documented in the MFR. Editing a MIME file is a rather
dangerous operation, as it could result in the MIME message not working any longer.

click to select the file in the MFR area (see Figure 3): the line background turns to bluei.
right click to display the pulldown "Send, New, Properties, Delete, Display, Edit, Open"ii.
select "Edit": the MIME file is edited in the work subwindow (see Figure 11) where you can
change the text the way you like it.

(Instead of steps "ii" and "iii" you could more simply select "File -> Edit" from the menubar.)
Please note that buttons in the toolbar allow the following operations:

Edit the selected MIME message
Save the MIME message currently being edited
Undo the last operation performed on the MIME message currently being edited
Copy selected text from the MIME message currently being edited
Cut selected text from the MIME message currently being edited
Paste clipboard into the MIME message currently being edited

Similar functions - plus a "Select all" - are provided from the "Edit" pulldown in the menubar.

Assigning Content-ID references
There might be cases where the text of the MIME message needs to reference attachments. This is
usually done in the MIME text with tags like
    <img src="cid:content_id">
and in the attachments with
    Content-ID: <content_id>
where content_id are unique identifiers that make up the link.
Within MIME & MAIL, these identifiers have the format
    nnn@mime.mail    (nnn=1-999)
(see also here).
When editing a MIME file, you may click right to display the pulldown
Undo, Copy, Cut, Paste, Select All, Content ID Resolution .
If you are using the Content-ID technique, by selecting "Content ID resolution", you will start a routine
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that:
finds out all the Content-ID's of the attachments1.
goes across all the "src=cid" tags in the text, and for each of this prompts you the links
resolution, in such a way that you may very easily change the link to anyone of the available
attachments.

Type the name of the file, without specifying its path and extension (the file will be created on
the iSeries in path /mmail/mime and will be given the extension .txt)

text/html allows you to key in your message as if it were an

path and name of the file to embed / attach. You may use the button "..." (in the blue circle) to
browse and select the file you want. Both local and network files can be specified

an optional Content-Id(entifier); content identifiers are integers greater than zero and are used
to reference objects within a MIME file (see also here).

Check the options you want:
Return receipt:
if you check this box, when a recipient opens your message, a receipt will be returned to the
sender's e-mail

Close after sending:

Specify the recipients of this message.
There are three ways you can specify recipients:

"Ad hoc" recipients, by clicking on the "Single address" tab1.
Selecting recipients from the Address Book, by clicking on the "Addresses" tab2.
Selecting Groups, by clicking on the "Groups" tab3.

For each recipient or Group selected, you must specify the destination type, by clicking one of the
buttons

"To>"
"CC>"
"BCC>"

By doing this, recipients are copied to the distribution subwindow (bottom right)

To remove a single recipients from distribution, select it and press the "<" buttonvii.
To clear the whole distribution, right click on the distribution subwindow and select "Remove all"viii.
When finished, press the "Okay" button to perform the sending.ix.
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
